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Introduction

The Society for Humanitarian Solidarity (SHS): a non-governmental local
organization that works in the humanitarian field and provides a range of
humanitarian services.

Laban Cyclone

SHS-started preparing early to face any possible effects of the tropical storm Luban
that hit the eastern part of Yemen. On the spot of the event, a number of
precautionary measures necessary to respond to the hurricane has been taken. SHS
ensured to reduce the potential catastrophic impact, and formed medical and ambu-
lance field teams for rescue and ventilation near the places expected to be affected of
the cyclone in the provinces of Mahrah, Hadramout, Shabwa and Socotra.

Since SHS has qualified , trained and experienced cadres for years in the field of rapid
intervention, rescue and relief & had already worked in the rapid intervention in the
Chabala cyclone helping more than 11500 cases, including the distribution of relief
materials and the transfer of those affected from the affected places to areas secured
by bulldozers from places where SUVs could not reach them.

As expected, SHS is the first one in dealing with the tragic events in providing relief and
rescue to the victims as the first humanitarian organization present in the field to
provide assistance and relief to any emergency caused by Luban cyclone through the
presence of its delegates in the first moments of the events of Luban cyclone in Al
Mahra governorate in three major teams and mobile teams with ambulances operating
24 hours a day in the cities of Al-Mahra (Sayhout-Ghaydah-Hasoun)

There were similar teams in Hadramout governorate, were ready and stand by as soon
as Luban cyclone hit Al Mahra province and distributed 1,000 UNICEF health kits, 335
cartons of food stuff, 200 of health bags and the bags contain clothes, cleaning
materials & etc.

Luban cyclone affected families and the displaced people who benefitted from the
intervention were dwelling in Sayhout, Masila and Al-Ghaeda districts in Al-Mahra
Governorate.

In addition, Mr, Nasser Salem Bajanoob, SHS General Manager, personally visited the
affected areas to follow up the relief operation and sat with the directors of the councils
in affected areas of Al-Mabhra to find out quick and useful solutions that would help first
the displaced and people who were hosted by other families in their homes in the
second stage. As a disaster-prone province that needs sustainable interventions of
emergency rapid intervention project.

she was enrolled as OTP (outpatient therapeutic program) child in 21st January
2019. On the day of admission his mother started education and counseling on
child health and nutrition. These sessions were given to her by the Health Nutrition
Female nurse of SHS mobile Medical Team.

Under the supervision of the nutrition assistant Saleh Al-Mattash, Salma was
Transferred from severe acute malnutrition (SAM) to moderate acute

malnutrition (MAM) Within one month of Admission in OTP-SAM.

This experience gave her caregiver confidence in OTP treatment and protocols.
She is now also encouraging other neighborhood mothers to visit OTP and

Ghanah abdo ali hatem is one of the Yemeni wives that has affected by the Yemeni
conflict. .Ghanah was living peaceful with her family in Al-Dhale'e. She has a big
family with 13 members. She has been forced to displace to Shabwa. At the
beginning, she had to stayed a small house with no electricity and no water. She
used to look for a piece of job to support her large family with livelihood. Ghanah
and her husband were struggling to meet ends hardly such as food, water and
clothing. At the time, with SHS registration, she had been adapted to be one of
recipient of YHF. She used to receive $100 monthly without fearing from the end of
month if she collected the rent cost or not. In addition, she was able to finally
expand and improve the life of her large family as well, Dignity met! A water tank
was placed next to her house to survive better.

Ghanah finally managed to overcome part of her suffering and her life became to
provide food and housing suitable for her and her family.
